Third Objective: Increase health sector capacity by continuously assessing available resources, gaps and look for

- Continues to equip government hospitals in aim of raising bed capacities.

Security services (Internal Security Forces, General Security, State Security, Army, General Directorate of 

Civil Defense) 

- The Lebanese army and other security services implemented strict measures on all Lebanese territory to 

ensure public mobilization.  

- The army closed 384 shops, dispersed 30 public gatherings in different regions and specifically in vegetable 

markets, and aided a number of municipalities in raising awareness and sterilizing its regions. The army also  
controlled the entrances to Nahr El-Bared camp. 

- General Security Forces tracked potential cases in various Lebanese regions and ensured that they’re 

adhering to the terms of home isolation. 

- ISF issued a number of written warnings to institutions and individuals that violated the decisions of the 

Council of Ministers.  

- Ensured that supermarket prices were not altered and closed 15 stores and cafes. 

- The General Directorate of Civil Defense aided 75 different municipalities in making sure that the 

temperature of those entering and exiting the area is in the safe range. They also aided municipalities in 

sterilizing roads and buildings’ entrances. The General Directorate of Civil Defense also ensured that citizens 

are adhering to the terms of home isolation. 

- State Security Forces collected information from various Lebanese regions, closed commercial stores because 

they not adhere to health standards. State Security Forces also supported the municipal police.  
Ministry of Foreign Affairs 

- Contacted Lebanese embassies and consulates to monitor the situation of the Lebanese abroad, and to ensure 

that their requirements are secured and that their life conditions are fine.  

- The crisis unit at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs held and prepares to hold more meetings to study and 

discuss the state of Lebanese living abroad, especially students.

- Issued decision 1543/5, which requests from the Lebanese diplomatic and consulate missions to follow up on 

the situation of the Lebanese abroad. 

- Circulating bank account numbers to receive financial assistance and the address of the High Relief 

Commission to receive other kinds of assistance (decision 1381/5).  

Ministry of Education and Higher Education 

- Public high school principals and supervisors attended schools and prepared e-learning material for students. 

Ministry of Public Works and Transport 

- A private plane existed Lebanon at noon to Doha, then to Australia, with five Australian citizens on board. 

- An Italian military plane with UN personnel on board landed at 3:15 pm and exited at 4:30 pm.  

- A DHL cargo plane landed at 6:45 pm and is expected to leave at 8:15 pm.  

- A Turkish cargo plane loaded with goods landed at 6:45 pm and is expected to leave at 8:15 pm.  
Ministry of Interior and Municipalities 

- The Ministry issued a schedule determining the opening and closing hours of institutions that are exempted 

from the Cabinet Resolution No. 1, which was issued on 3/15/2020, and Resolution 53/2020, which was 

issued on 3/24/2020. 

Ministry of Energy and Water 

- The Ministry of Energy and Water issued Circular No. 2/2020 on March 23, 2020 extending all contractual 

deadlines until the end of the state of health emergency.
